Where is the blending of national and religious ideals most evident in our
community?
What ideas, concepts, and practices in our culture might “put you on edge” or
tempt you to become defensive about your faith?
When have you seen the “good intentions” of the church or a follower of Jesus
“do harm” to others' engagement with God, scripture or the church?
How does viewing truth as a person, (Jesus) instead of a posture, prepare you
to live out your faith?
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As time allows, general conversation about the sermon is welcomed.

Dig Deep: (A question that may or may not be answered
in session, but should be encouraged for members to
wrestle with all week.) 

It is
the same world from which we get the word for martyr.
What ideologies are you willing to die for? What ideologies
may need to die?
